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How Visual Thinkers Learn

When visual thinkers try to read they often visualize what
they are reading. It's easy to visualize the word "cat" or "dog",
but they get stuck on common words like “the" or "then"If
they can't picture it, they can't easily understand or read

it. They become discouragedr confused, and may want to
give up. Reading wears them out!
